Directions for Extra Credit T. V. Reports

1. Watch the program!! I rely on your honesty and personal integrity.
a. Programs MUST relate to biology, the study of living and once living things.

b. Go to Nova’s website for more videos at http://www.pbs.org/wgbh/nova/  


1.  Scroll to Watch Online, and click on Full Episodes

2.  Choose topic next to Nova menu bar along top of screen


3.  Scroll and choose Full Episode along left side of screen


4.  Choose video that interests you, watch it, and take notes. 
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2. Take notes on the parts of the program that YOU find informative, surprising, or interesting.  It is not necessary to summarize the entire program.
3. Write the report.

a. Heading (1 pts):  All reports must include: 

1. Name of Channel/website (ex. Nature, Nova, Discovery Health)

2. Title of Program (ex. Killers of the Plains, Medical Incredible)

3. Your name

4. The date the program was shown/watched
5. The hour that you have Biology

b. Part A: “What I Learned”:  This is the main body of the report.  Here you rewrite your notes into clear, concise sentences and paragraphs.  It must be a minimum of one full (double spaced) typed page. The heading does NOT count towards this one page requirement.  Remember, you only have to write what YOU find interesting.  Avoid writing a uni-graph (one huge paragraph), separate out your ideas into paragraphs. Must be ONE PAGE MININUM!!
c. Part B: “My Opinion”: State whether or not you liked the program and give your reasons.  How did the program make you feel?  Can you relate the video to your personal life?  Explain.  This part of the report must be a minimum of one half-page (double spaced and typed) If you feel your video might not relate to biology, explain how it does relate in this paragraph.  Must be HALF PAGE MININUM!!
d. All extra credit reports must have all 3 parts in order to even be considered for extra credit points.

4. The report must follow the rules listed below:

· No hand-written papers will be accepted! Send through Google docs to lbreithaupt@wcusd5.net
· Papers are in twelve-point Times New Roman font, and the entire document is double-spaced.

· Margins: Leave a margin of 1“on all sides. Indent the first line of each paragraph (tab over once)

· Number all pages, either in the upper right-hand corner or in the middle at the bottom of the page using “insert – page numbers”

· Be sure your paper observes rules of grammar, punctuation, and spelling.
